There's
a hidden toilet and a divided cabin
for privacy. There's an efficient
galley opposite the dinette, which
converts to either a settee or a full
size berth. There's a roomy ice box
and sink plus plenty of built-in
storage — even a hanging locker for
extra clothes. The large cockpit
features two sail lockers. The
interior is fully lined, highlighted
with teak trim and panels, creating
warmth and beauty unusual in a
boat of this size.

CS believes you want performance.
The CS 22's high aspect ratio
sailplan is ideal for light weather
work. She is driven easily by her
212 sqg. ft. of sail, yet in a blow the
1100 Ib. keel and centreboard keep
her stiff and upright going to
weather. Downwind with the
centreboard raised she really moves.
She’ll show a clean pair of heels to
much larger boats. The transom
hung rudder can also be raised like
the centreboard, and adjusted to
suit sailing conditions. This enables
a big reduction in wetted surface
area to be made. With an 1.0O.R.
rating of 17.2 she's a very
competitive boat.

Accommodations

FOSC’L
Light gear stowage compartment.

FORWARD CABIN

Two six foot plus full berths. Three
large stowage lockers covered with
tapered wood inserts. Provision is
made for optional head and
electrical system.

MAIN CABIN

Port Side — Single quarter berth,
extends aft with stowage
compartment under. This full size
berth is 6°6’" long. It is lower by a
few inches than the other berths to
provide more comfort when
sleeping.

GALLEY

The large chart table, converts with
a galley option to an, efficient,
spacious and attractive galley. The
counter provides enough room for a
stainless sink, fresh water pump and
dish rack (optional).

HANGING LOCKER

Adjacent to the galley is a roomy
hanging locker. On top is extra
shelf space.

STARBOARD SIDE

A 6°6" full beam berth converts
into a settee or dinette table. The
table conveniently hinges on the
teak fiddle. The simulated wood
grain table top attractively accents
the teak trimmed interiors. The
fiddle supplies extra storage for
your cruising needs.

STANDING HEAD ROOM

A lifting-sliding hatch gives the
crew standing head room in the
maincabin. The hatch is composed
of two units. The forward one is
hinged to the deck so that the
whole section can be raised and
lowered. The fittings are stainless
and thru-bolted.

DECK AND COCKPIT

Cockpit drains are located at aft
end. Water drains into a scupper
and out of the boat. Deep seat
lockers on port and starboard side
with hinged hatches.
Accommodation for fuel tank in aft
section of cockpit. The practically
designed deck affords plenty of
room for crew to walk forward
along side decks. Inboard shroud
chainplates allow close sheeting of
head sails and provide easy passage
along deck. Large foredeck area for
maximum working space.
